Born in Wellow, but recorded as a Farm Labourer and living at Yew Tree Farm,(now known as Yew Tree House),  Cockers Hill, Compton Dando.    

Frederick Light emigrated to Australia at the age of 20 and worked as a Farmhand joining the forces on 13th July 1915.

His parents had been the village bakers and were still living in Compton Dando at the time of his death.  A memorial mention can be found in the Church Yard on William and Virtue Light’s gravestone.

He is buried in the Poziers British Cemetery, Ovillers-La Boisselle, France.
